Ages 11 & 12:  Major (younger children may be asked to move up based on team counts) 
 
Ages 13 & 14:  Senior (younger children may be asked to move up based on team counts) 
 
 
SOFTBALL:   Fees ($45 registration, Shirts $14, Pants $14) 
 
3rd and 4th Graders:  Junior (2nd Graders may be asked to join the team depending on team counts) 
 
5th and 6th Graders:  Intermediate (4th Graders may be asked to move up depending on team counts) 
 
7th and 8th Graders:  Senior (6th Graders may be asked to move up depending on team counts)
