Regular Meeting Minutes

July 11, 2006


The meeting was called to order at 6:45 PM in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Roll call:

Minutes: The minutes of May 8, 2006 were approved as corrected on a motion by Mr. Iannone, seconded by Mr. McGreevy all in favor.

Public Discussion:  Mr. Iannone asked if the Township Committee had agreed to match funds for Project Graduation, and they had not.

Sports Commissioners’ Reports:


Basketball/Cheerleading: Nothing to report


Baseball/ Softball: The season has ended. Two coaches still need to hand in equipment. Mr. Iannone is continuing practices during the summer, and is being allowed to keep the equipment for use.


 Soccer:  Mr. Crisp reported that 150 participants are signed up. The team counts have been submitted, and Ms. Dieteman is finalizing the workbook to be submitted at the July 27 meeting. Rules, etc. were gone over at the Commissioners meeting last month. The season begins the second Saturday in Sept.  The field schedule is being set up with the Athletic Director. 

Ms. Dieteman reported that after speaking with Frank Spender, girls from Independence will be added to our teams, and possibly5th and 8th grade boys as well. She has set up an email list for all parents, and the uniform order will be done soon. Discussion was held on the referee certification program, and the procedure for their payment.  “F” license coach certifications are needed for grades three and up. 

Mr. Pezzato made a motion to approve $30 each for 9 teams, totaling $270 in team fees, seconded by Mr. Crisp, all in favor.

New Business: None

Subcommittee Reports:


Community day: Chairman Pezzato stated that Mr. Oliver is to be commended for a great job. The fireworks were excellent in the setting over Mountain Lake. Ms. Dieteman commented there should have been traffic direction by the parking lot. The climbing wall was good for the older kids, and the train ride for the younger ones. Some older kids were unruly and using foul language on the train, and should be better controlled. 


Beach: High fecal coliform counts forced the beach to close for two weeks. This was most likely caused by heavy rains washing goose droppings into the lake. The geese were congregating on the shoreline north of the beach. Plans for a goose fence in that area are under way. 

The two Warren County Health Dept. inspections were passed satisfactorily, however a sign stating additional regulations must be posted. Mr. Iannone made a motion to approve $135 for the sign, seconded by Mr. McGreevy, all in favor. 

Ms. Greason thanked Mr. Oliver, Mr. McGreevy, and Mr. Crisp for refurbishing the bathhouse changing rooms. 

Summer recreation: 101 participants are signed up, and the program is actually over crowded for the pavilion facility. A request was made to move mowers and wheelbarrows in the Rec. Building for the 6-week period of the program. The alarm company will re-set the system to summer hours. 

Concession Stand: Mr. McGreevy will have a meeting at the end of the month to prepare for the soccer season. Mr. Crisp volunteered to assist. Ms. Dieteman will send an email to the parents to remind them they will be required to work the stand. Discussion was held on the procedure to require this. The team parent is in charge of snack and assigning who works the stand and when. 


Commissioner Comments: The red shed has been moved to a good location in the handicapped parking area. Problems exist with the door lock and bees. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7:45 PM.
