Sports Commissioners’ Reports


Softball: Ms. Tanski reported the season is over. Brian Young’s team finished third. Mike Scudder requested to keep his team’s equipment to work with the team over the winter at the ice rink. Discussion followed concerning insurance. Ms. Greason will inquire if there is a time limit on the insurance for a sports season. Ms. Dieteman requested a written proposal. A fee for an off-season practice team could be imposed. Equipment return will be held this Saturday. Mr. Doyle will be Softball Commissioner for the upcoming year, however Ms. Tanski offered to stay on as co-commissioner to do work with the league. Mr. Chaladoff made a motion to appoint Ms. Tanski as co-commissioner, seconded by Mr. Crisafulli, all in favor. Mr. Doyle will be the voting member at League meetings. Full catchers gear will be needed for all three levels. Discussion was held on a softball pitching machine. The existing machine could be shared, but with a scheduling problem for the batting cage, perhaps a new machine could be used.  New bases, chin protectors, and whiffle balls will be needed.

Mr. Chaladoff made a motion to approve $2, 800 for league and referee fees, seconded by Mr. Crisafulli, all ion favor. Discussion was held on travel teams and their effects on recreation teams. 

Basketball:  Mr. Chaladoff reported on the WCBL meeting rule changes. 

1. Violation of playtime - 1st time = forfeit. 2nd time = forfeit, coach is done for season, team is out of playoffs. 
2. Forfeits count as a loss. 
3. Playoffs - only top 8 teams make the playoffs in each group. 
4. Tie breakers - Points against (lowest point total allowed) 
5. Final Scores to be reported to the league within 24 hours by winning coach or game ends in a tie. 
6. All Select teams need to be part of the WCBL (Independence will be out). 
7. Varsity playtime - 8 minute quarts from (2) 20 minute periods. 
8. Freshman level only - must allow the offensive team to cross the half court line by (defense must be 3 ft behind half court line) 
9. Height of basket at freshman level will remain at 8 feet. 
10. Games ending in a tie after regulation - 1 OT period of 3 minutes and if still a tie, sudden death. 
11. Frelinghuysen has been removed from our league.
